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1. Objective: The subject of Discrete Mathematics is an application-oriented branch of Mathematics having applications in Industries, Business and Commerce. It is a backbone of Algorithms. Some other interesting applications, for instance, are in job sequencing, optimal matching, traffic signaling, vehicle routing, etc. The subject is still not very common as a part of formal University education in Mathematics, though a vast amount of research is going on in various research organizations.
