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1. Objective: The subject of Bayesian Inference is an application-oriented branch of Statistics, having applications in Industries, Business and Commerce, Finance, Actuaries, Applied Science, Marketing, Epidemiology, Neural networks, Physical Sciences, Advance Micro array problems to Genetic Model and Bio informatics. The subject is still not very common as a part of formal University curriculum in Statistics though a vast amount of research is going on in various research organizations.

Bayesian techniques form a special new setup of different inferential concepts intended to describe various real life phenomena that are characterized by the presence of uncertainty. The present workshop was organized with an objective to acquaint the researchers from the Indian Universities, Research Institutions, and Statistical Organizations with its different interesting facets of applications to solve real life problems. This technique is of particular importance when real world experimentation is usually very risky and costly. Besides this the objective of this workshop is to promote research interest and activity and create Bayesian awareness amongst participants to provide a platform for discussing and enhancing their confidence for application of Bayesian logic and techniques in their research problems also.
2. Faculty: The workshop had eminent experts in the field of Bayesian Inference. The number of experts from the field were contacted out of which following six consented to be the visiting faculty in the same.

3. Participants: Participation was invited from all over the country by sending invitation to the Heads of the Departments of Statistics/ Mathematics/Computer Science of various Institutes/ Universities and Research Organizations and also announcing the workshop on the website of Banasthali University www.banasthali.org. The applications received were scrutinized by the committee and shortlisted based on the relevance of the area of specialization with their research interest. Forty candidates from all over India applied for participation out of which thirty-five candidates were shortlisted and invited. Finally thirty-one candidates participated in the workshop. In addition to this faculty members from Banasthali Vidyapith also participated. 
4. Programme: The programme had two technical sessions, theory and hands on computer (lab) in addition to Inaugural and Valedictory session. The program copy appended here gives the details of the sessions:
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
